RULES AND GUIDELINES FOR 2008 APPROVED SHOWS

MEMBERSHIP

1. NTHJC memberships will consist of:
Individual memberships ($35 annually); individual members under 18 yeafsage are
considered junior members and will not have vopngileges.
Family memberships ($50 annually); family memberships consist of pgseand junior riders.
A family membership has two (2) votes, if 2 adwitghe family are present at an election. Upon
reaching eighteen (18) years of age as of Decer$igra junior member formerly part of a
family membership must pay individual member duss may no longer be covered
under his/her family's membership.
Barn Memberships ($100 one-time fee); information must be verifaathually by submitting a
membership form. Barns will be listed on the wigbas a Member Barn, with links to
their barn web page if available. If a barn's earnanges, a new membership charge
applies.
Life Memberships ($350 one-time fee); only life members over 18rgeaf age shall have
voting privileges. NTHJC past presidents shalgiven honorary lifetime memberships with full
voting privileges.

2. A rider's age is determined by how old a rideon December 1st of any given year. Junior
members are those members who are under eight&erydars of age at the start of the fiscal year
(December %)

3. Each rider who is not a member of NTHJC, asneeffiin Article IV, Sections 1 and 2 of the

NTHJC Bylaws,and is competing in a NTHJC recognized show wéllrbquired to pay a $20.00 non-

membership fee. Each show sponsor must collectemd with its show results the correct number of
non-membership fees. Recognition of show and/ouréushow dates will be withheld until this

information is received.

GENERAL RULES

4. It is the responsibility of show managementhileitors, trainers and spectators to conduct
themselves in a civilized and sportsmanlike mang8bow sponsors must have a current NTHJC Rules
Book on hand at all shows. Failure to abide by NTHules could result in elimination from the show.
The NTHJC Show Committee will recommend to the NCHBoard of Directors appropriate action to
be taken for violations.

5. On the show grounds, mounted riders must wead hats. ALL RIDERS must wear
ASTM/SEI helmets. NTHJC does not endorse any @dar manufacturer’s product. No helmet can
protect the wearer against all foreseeable injuriesoper attire, traditional color ratcatcherstimiong

or short sleeves or sleeveless), riding pantseejtbdhpurs with paddock boots, or breeches wilh ta
riding boots, is required. Polo shirts may onlyvb@n in jumper classes. Chaps may not be worn in
any class. Wearing coats will be waived by the NCFshow Committee in extreme heat.

6. A horse may only cross enter into divisionthvience heights of a six (6) inch difference, eptc
the 18" divisions. This includes flat and undeaitdia classes. A rider may enter a maximum of ®jo (



horses or ponies per hunter class except the apenods (Pre green, Low, Working Hunter 3'.) alf
rider has ever received a year end award (1sth Aldices) in a hunter, jumper or equitation class o
2'0", the rider is no longer eligible for 2'0" hant equitation or Medal classes. The NTHJC Show
Committee will remove points if the 6" rule is beok

7. A professional (pro), defined by NTHJC is anyrse& who receives monetary or any
compensation (board, training, rent, gifts, bangrservices, etc.) for riding, training, or insting a
horse or rider. Pros may ride in the open divisibor end of year awards. Pros wishing to regain
amateur status with NTHJC must present a currefiRJ&nateur Card to the NTHJC Board or apply in
writing to the NTHJC Board of Directors, and theaitwne year.

8. Schooling will be left up the discretion of thleow management. Schooling must be monitored
and regulated by the show management. One menhlibe show committee for each show shall be
designated Ring Steward, and will be responsibienfonitoring schooling areas for the show. ThegRin
Steward shall be present for the duration of theaskand shall have the authority to limit number of
riders schooling in rings and require proper suigé® of riders during schooling, as well as enéorc
proper attire requirements (helmets, et©pen schooling the morning of the show and/ordidnebefore

the show and/or ticketed schooling must be statethe prize list. There should be a separate ten-
minute schooling set aside for the Limit divisicondy.

9. Supervision of schooling must be done by a nmesipe adult or the accompanying riding
instructor. If the junior rider is not accompaniby an instructor to the show, schooling must be
supervised by the parent or legal guardian. Rideg not jump unless the instructor/parent/guardan
present in the ring. Only the instructor/parerdfgiian and riders can be in the schooling ringrayri
schooling.

10. STALLIONS- It is up to show management whether or not diatais allowed at their show.
Stallions must be well mannered, in control, ardten by a professional rider only. Competitors
desiring to enter stallions in a NTHJC recognizieovg must notify host barn by entry deadline daté an
receive approval from host barn.

11. All dogs must be on a leash or otherwise cedfinNO EXCEPTIONS!
12. The NTHJC's insurance does not cover any meofd¢rHJC.

13. All formal complaints and protests must be t@ntand signed, then sent to the show committee
chairperson.

14. Host barns with less than 200 stalls availaléepermitted to hold NTHJC jumper divisions on
the Saturday before their show date. Host bartts 200 stalls available are permitted to hold NTHJC
shows over two days. Host barns with less thans?@is shall not start show before 8:00 am, ireord
that there be sufficient time available for schoglbefore show

15. Show sponsors will be prepared to show thairsmdesigns and facilities to a representative of
the show committee no later than twenty-four (2dyrs before a show, or at the discretion of thevsho
committee, before the start of the show.

16. All shows are required to have two (2) jumpsugein a schooling area of adequate size with one
(1) vertical and one (1) spread.



17. Each show is required to have a first aid kittloe grounds._ NTHJC requires that a host barn
hire an EMT or Paramedic for each show $5.00 per EM7paramedic fee per entry may be charged at
each show, and this is the only job the EMT camidte show.

18. Every host barn must have a qualified gate enast

19. No open hunter division (Pre-green, Low, Wogkitunter 3'), or jumper will be split. One set of
ribbons will be given.

20.  All classes (except open [Pre-green, Low, WagkHunter 3'], or jumper divisions) with 20 or
more competitorsust be divided. If the first class of the hurdiMision has 20 or more competitors go
in the classall 3 classes in the division will be split. Hafion classes will be split based on the
number of entries in each class. Two sets of nkband points must be given. If a second set of
ribbons are not available, the show management ardst ribbons immediately and send the ribbons to
each rider.

21.  When there are twenty (20) or more entries @mg in the classnd the classes are split, two
sets of ribbons must be awarded. The class wié o 1st places, two 2nd places etc. For example
the highest score will be 1st place, the secontfidsigscore will also be 1st place. The third hsghe
score will be 2nd place; the fourth highest scoiiéalso be 2nd place. There will be no "sectiams
groups" when determining champion and reserve. hidiee with the highest point total is champion.
The next highest point total is also championis lless confusing for show announcers to announce 2
firsts, 2 seconds etc, rather than announcing "@®wwand Group B". The paddock master will divide
flat classes as evenly as possible. These sedtidiise placed separately.

22. Show management may enforce the two minuke rdf two rings are being used, show
management may designate the priority ring. H@ddsrainers to observe flat classes in divisiorere
fence height is 2'6” (ages 14 & Over) or higherlwibt be allowed.

23. It is required that all shows have an adeqaatend system and communication from gates to
schooling rings. It is recommended to have compation between rings when more than one ring is
used.

24. Any member of the Board of Directors absenifriovo (2) meetings within any one (1) year
term may, at the discretion of the Presicldret replaced on his/her third9Babsence from a meeting,
and shall not be eligible to serve on the BoarBioéctors the following year.

25. Shows are encouraged to provide adequatedoedainers.

26. Every show must provide a minimum of 2 toikstilities for the show.

SHOW MANAGEMENT

27. All show dates must be applied for in wgtito the NTHJC Show Committee Chairperson.
Anyone applying for NTHJC shows must be a curreaber in good standing. The following will be
considered by the NTHJC Show Committee in assigmutgre and additional show dates: general
benefit to the club membership, general benefihtocommunity, quality of facility and level of cant
participation in the club. Each applicant will bensidered on its own merit - not on a first cometfi
serve basis. If a show cancels with dzs notice, the board may substitute a show fargshow date
that year only. All show dates belong to the clehhow dates are not transferable. It is a pgélaot a



right to host a show. NTHJC will allocate show dag¢ach year to the facility/manager upon approyal b
the Show Committee. Each show facility may haveaximum of two (2) sanctioned NTHJC shows a
calendar year, excluding NTHJC Club shows. If glatee available and the above criteria are met, new
sponsors and/or facilities may have one (1) NTHI®gnized show their first year.

If a rule violation occurs, the NTHJC Show Comneti@ay provide supervision to a host barn
for a fee of $100 at the next show given by that lbarn.

28.  All shows except the Club shows are managethéyfacility hosting the show. The facility
management has the responsibility of running tekow by the NTHJC rules and guidelines, but the
decisions are made by the facility management. WH@ANAGERS MAY NOT COMPETE IN A
SHOW AT WHICH THEY ARE MANAGING. The show managerust be identified on the show
prize list (TBA is not acceptable).

29. NTHJC requires all host barns to carry $1,000,6f liability insurance by a approved insurance
company for each horse show, listing North TexasteluJumper Club as an additional insured. A copy
of the declarations page of the insurance poliayéiig this information must be sent to the Show
Committee Chairperson before the prize list fonavg can be approved.

30.  There will be no more than 21 NTHJC recognizieolw dates in a year.

31. (@) In order to change a show date, venueumber of days a show is to heldritten notice
must be given within thirty (30days to the show committee chairperson, excludictg of God. If
show dates are not used by the host barn for @spreother than rain, the date/dates may be restind
When a show date is rescinded, the show must wait(d) year (excluding the year it was rescinded)
before applying for another date.

(b) If there is a change in the prize list (diffiet judges, fewer rings, etc.) the show
committee chairperson must be notified immediadglg approval obtained.

32. RAINOUTS - If a decision is made that the sh®wa rainout by 10:00 pm Sat. and a message is
placed on a recorder, the facility will receive thext available rain date. If a decision is nodmay
10:00 pm Sat., the NTHJC Board of Directors wiltide if a rain date will be awarded.

33.  The NTHJC Show Committee has the power to aatera rain out.

34. The NTHJC Show Committee has the responsilditpake suggestions and resolve problems at
all NTHJC shows. It will be the responsibility ¢ie NTHJC show committee to determine any
penalties for broken rules.

35. No show outside the radius of one hundred tywé€h?0) miles from DFW Airport will be
approved as a recognized NTHJC show.

36. Ribbons or trophies for Champion and Resenen@hion must be given in each division except
equitation. Ribbons are required in all classesugh sixth (6th) place.

37. All information (results, money, class lisisige’s sheets) requested by the Show Committee
Secretary must be received within ten (10) daysr dfte show date. Show sponsors must keep all the
show records until the end of the calendar year.



38. NTHJC host barns are prohibited from holdingskeshows on dates that directly conflict with
the NTHJC Club shows. The penalty for holding sa@dhow may be loss of NTHJC show dates for the
subsequent show year.

39. NTHJC shall publish scheduled board meetingd wate, location, and time on the NTHJC
website. All board meetings are open to NTHJC membg&he first board meeting of each calendar year
shall be designated the annual meeting.

PRIZE LISTS

40. (a) A $200 deposit (non-refundable) is reglit@ sanction each show. If the show is to be
held over 2 days, a $200 deposit (non-refundabledquired for each day.

(b) The name of the judge, the prize list and timg committee (3 NTHJC members,
including one from the NTHJC Show Committee) mustshbmitted for approval to the NTHJC Show
Committee chairperson. Show management is encedrag use one (1) NTHJC show committee
member that is not a member of their barn.

(c) “One member of the show committee for eachaskball be designated Ring Steward,
and shall be present for the duration of the shamwd shall have the authority to monitor schooling,
require proper supervision of riders, and enfoftB&@HJC rules and safety guidelines.

Upon receipt of the deposit and the approval ofphiee list, the show sponsor will receive the NTHJ
show packet. NTHJC membership forms will be sigzpby the NTHJC Show Committee Secretary.

41. If two (2) rings are to be run, then two (2)ges must be used. If there is a lack of entames,
judge may be used, provided show management dbdateants or representative by noon the Saturday
before the show.

43. A person can judge a NTHJC show even if thexeHaad students or children attend NTHJC
shows. These students or children may not congidtes show that he/she is judging.

Fence heights may vary per division in NTHJC rules.

57. All hunter and equitation courses must havieadt 7 jumping elements and not more than 9
jumping elements.

58. All shows should have the footage for the lineshe posted courses. Courses must be posted
thirty (30) minutes prior to the start of the shomthirty (30) minutes prior to the start of eadhss.

59. JUDGES CARDS

Judges cards are notes the judge makes to hintsmlt @ach class. They are not to be reviewed by
trainers, riders or parents. If there is a questibe trainer may submit it in writing (includeethiders
number & reason for the question) to the show manag



66. Divisions must be offered and held at four dferent NTHJC shows during the year in order
for an end of year award to be presented.

13. Execute serpentine at a trot andéoter on correct lead demonstrating simple ondyi
changes of lead.

Safety Committee Guidelines for Recognized Shows

It is our intention not only to promote the safetyall NTHJC exhibitors, but also to help ensureith
show experience on the NTHJC circuit is an enjayalnle. We want to encourage the NTHJC circuit to
progressively raise the standards to meet the riatissmembers and future exhibitors.

Section 1. First time applications for show date

It is recommended that facilities who are requestimeir first NTHJC recognized horse show also
include pictures of the show rings, stabling areasl, other areas to be used by horse show parttsipa
Also new applicants should include a written dggoyn of any applicable details of the facility.hi$
additional information will allow the Board of Dietors to accurately review all first-time requeskor

all first-time requests, the Show Committee chailt appoint two Safety Committee members (not
affiliated with the requesting horse show venueyitit the facility and confirm that the facilityg ias
they have represented in their new show date ait and that the facility meets the horse show
criteria as specified by the NTHJC Safety Committ@ais visit must be done and a report to the Boar
of Directors must be made prior to any approvaévot the proposed new horse show’s date.

Section 2. Rings

Recommended ring size: 125’ x 250’ or larger fende height of 2’6" and over. Recommended
minimum ring size for fence height of 2’3: and un@e100’ x 180°. The boundaries of the ring slbul
be easily seen by people and horses. It is redjtir@ave permanent or temporary fencing at leéset
high around all arenas to be used for showing. t€hgorary fencing needs to be well-secured so it
does not get blown over or knocked down easilye $lafety Committee must inspect all grass arenas
before the prize list is approved. Every prizétigeds to include the size of the arenas andaipgsn

of the footing (sand, limestone, grass, etc). Aoreshould be made to remove rocks from jumping
areas.

Section 3. Schooling Areas

Show management shall provide if possible at leastschooling area per show ring. This designation
must be made both in the prize list and at the ghthe schooling area. The recommended minimum
schooling arena size is 100’ x 180, or that of ilemsize where there is adequate space for several
horses and riders. Show management shall provideenum of two schooling fences in each area,
one vertical and one spread jump. Schooling asbasld be enclosed if possible. It is recommended
that it has proper footing, is a level as possiate] contain no rocks, branches, or debris. Femcess

be set up, ready to use, and have adequate poissapd cups prior to the start of the show.théfre

are too many horses/riders in the arena for schgolkve recommend the use of ticket and timed
schooling.



Section 4. Jumps and Courses

A well-set jump will have solid, balanced appearmmgth a clearly defined ground line. Hunter style
jumps need to be colors that are similar to thagend on a hunt field: black, white, gray, natural,
brown, and dark green. Enough rails and fill mateshould be available for all fence heights. al r
should be hanging over every jump as height alloReplacement rails should be available in case of
breakage. Unusual jumps often cause problems<fabiors and are not recommended.

Standards for Jumps

4.1 PVC standards, but not rails, are acceptable irstiogv ring with standardized holes and
pins.

4.2  Only regulation size cups and pins shall be uddéd.flat cups are to be used to hold the
upper element in hunter classes. All unused jumpscare to be removed from the
standards.

4.3 Flower boxes, flowers or greenery shall be pladedllahunter jumps on course. Each
jump needs a ground rail for hunter classes. dtss suggested that if there are plants or
similar hanging decorations, they should be segysekitioned and tied. In excessive
wind, some decoration should be removed.

4.4  All jumps are to be in good order with no protruglimails or broken wood.

4.5  All standards are to have sturdy bases, and a&tal straight.

4.6  Picket type gates must have rounded tops.

4.7 A minimum of four rails is to be at each practiaenp.

Courses

Courses, like the jumps, should be appropriatettier division. Figure eight courses and
variations of these are excellent choices. Distarstiould be as follows: if 2’6" classes are to
be in the same arena as the 2’3" and lower clasiseis,the lines should be set on a 12-foot stride
with the last stride of each line shortened by test. If 2'6” classes are to be in the same arena
as the 2’9" and 3'0” classes, then the strides redzk set at 12 feet. The 2’9" and 3'0” classes
will be set on a 12-foot stride. Examples: ardstline in the small arena needs to be set at 58
feet, and in the large arena needs to be set f@e60a 5-stride line in the small arena needseto b
set at 70 feet, and in the large arena at 72 fédetper courses must suit the competition, but
must be reasonable for all competitors. Equitatoarses may be slightly more difficult than
hunter courses, but most often they are similahéhunter courses at the show. Long courses
are discouraged.

Section 5. Parking Areas

Parking areas for trailers, vans, cars, etc. shbeldf sufficient size for all exhibitors and spots. If
stabling is not available, the parking area shdaddconsidered the stabling area. If this arda &
field, the grass should be cut short, and the sheald be free of debris. Is the area convenietihéo
show? How will very large trailers enter, turnamd, and exit the parking area? If the groundes, w
will the trailers be able to park? Please makeféort so that the PA system can be heard in thieia
area.

Section 6. Water

Water must be available for watering and bathings&®, the closer to the parking or stabling area th
better. Exhibitors are responsible for their owrthets. We request that there not be any community
water troughs for horses. This will help to preveiseases from spreading.

Section 7. Restrooms
Adequate sanitary provisions are required (mininuir toilet facilities).




Section 8. Concessions

Refreshments/food should be available on the showngls; this needs to be listed on the prize MT$te
concession stands are required to have water an@ll Please have water available at each infgate
horse shows during summer months where the temyernatgoing to be over 85 degrees.
